R DENTO FIX
Denture Fixing Adhesive Powder 

INTENDED USE: Based on Natural resins, used as fixative of artificial dentures in mouth.
Composition : Contains natural resins, alginate, Flavor and other ingredients.
Area of application: Used for fixation of artificial dentures.
Procedure to use material: Using a  Dento Fix denture adhesive  provides more comfort and
security Powdered adhesives tend to change the bite less than paste adhesives. Powders are also
easier to clean off dentures than pastes. 
To use a powdered adhesive: 1. Clean and rinse your denture. 2. Shake a layer of the powder on the 
denture. 3. Place the denture in your mouth.  How long the adhesive lasts depends on several things. 
Adhesives usually are effective for a longer time in upper dentures. Lower dentures can be loosened more 
easily by food and fluids. 
How to clean Dento Fix denture adhesive: When you clean your denture, remove the adhesive. 
Thoroughly clean the denture and then place it in water. You also can use a special denture toothbrush to 
help keep dentures clean. These brushes have very soft bristles and have been designed to help clean both 
sides of the dentures.
Caution : 1. In case of contact with eyes, flush immediately with water and seek medical attention.
2. In case of contact with skin tissue in any part of body , wash with warm water.  
Storage: 1. Keep Away from Direct Sunlight, 2. Keep Away from Moisture, 3. Always keep the Bottles 
and packets tightly closed once opened. 4. Store at Temp. between 5°C to 30°C 5. Shelf life not affected 
after opening if stored in a cool dry place, 6. If not to be used for a longer duration, please keep them in 
refrigerator. Allow material to reach room temperature prior to use.
Disposal Conditions: To be disposed off based on the prevailing rules of the country in which
it is used.
Warning: Avoid prolonged or repeated contact with skin (allergic contact dermatitis), and eyes.
Avoid prolonged inhalation. Do not take internally. Eye contact: if the product comes in contact with eyes 
it may cause irritation. In case of contact with eyes, rinse immediately with plenty of water and seek 
medical attention. Skin Contact if comes in contact with Skin, it may cause skin sensitization, If contact 
with skin occurs immediately wipe off thoroughly with cotton and alcohol and then wash well with soap 
and  water. If skin rash and sensitization or other allergic reaction occurs discontinue use and seek  
medical attention.
